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Adjusting Your Auto -Fill for Winter

Your auto-fill will need to be
adjusted each year when you
turn on your sprinkler system,
and you may need to readjust
it throughout the summer.
Auto-fills can get knocked out
of adjustment when you re-
move your skimmer mat for
cleaning. The nice thing is that
adjusting your autofill is quite
simple.

You will need a pair of pliers or
asmall socket wrench that fits
the bolt that holds thelong
float arm attached to the water
control arm. The water control
armislessthananinchlong

and sticks out of the bottom of
the nozzle. When it moves
backwards, it allows water to
enter the nozle. When it
moves forward, it cuts off the
water supply. Follow these
steps:

The
pros at Aquascape recommend
keeping a 5'distance from the
heater and the pump; other-
wise, the pump will move
heated water away from the
heater, causing the heater to
overworkitself.

®  Parasitesand pathogens
do not take the winter off.
Certain species of flukes
are more active inicy wa-
ter, and some forms of ich,
trichodina and costia also
prefer winter water. This
iswhy it issoimportant to
thoroughly inspect your
fish onaregular basis.

4. Holdthe float arm so that
the bottom 1/3 is below
the water line at the de-
sired height.

5. Keeppulling out on the
float to hold the water
control arm in place and
tighten the nut.

6. Move the arm up and
down to make sure it
shuts off and turns on at
the appropriate level.

7. Stand back and admire
your work.

By keeping an open hole in the
ice, the gasses caused by rot-
ting debris will float to the
surface and exit the pond. We
always recommend having an
aerator running in any time of
doubt, regardless of what sea-
son.

®  Yourfishwon't freeze.
They will go to the bottom
of the pond where the
water is a bit warmer, and
they will stay there
through the winter. Don't
try to feed your fish. Their
metabolismisn’t awake.
